1 MONTH  BEFORE THE EVENT 
___  inform GVC Program Director, Peg Perry at 410-668-0118 or little-owl@msn.com 2 weeks prior 
  to the date you are planning the event.

___ check site for potential issues or problems (steep banks, muddy or rocky areas, parking issues)
___ get permission from property owners (for site access to clean stream or for volunteer parking) 

___ create event flyer for volunteer recruitment if needed                                                                     

___ arrange for trash pickup (call Peg  3 weeks ahead for county pick up, or take it away yourselves if not very much)

___ gather any needed materials for clean up (trash bags, gloves, first aid kit, signs, etc.)
___ copies of stream clean up flyer (optional-to be distributed to homes near the stream cleanup)

___ e-mail your volunteers to explain needed items (comfortable clothes, sneakers or water boots, sun screen, bug repellent and water, where to meet and park, date and time. )

___ IMPORTANT - ask all volunteers if anyone has any allergies to insects or plants (i.e., bees, poison ivy, etc.)

DAY OF THE EVENT (items to bring and things to do)

___ work gloves

___ trash bags

___ cell phone

___ first aid kit – IMPORTANT – make sure anyone with allergies is with a partner and there is medicine available to help

___ bug repellant, BENADRYL tablets and lotion in the event of yellow jacket or bee stings!  (Toothpaste also eases the pain believe it or not!)
___ sunscreen

___ volunteer sign up sheet

___ pens
___ clipboard

___ bottled water

___ wipes or gallon of water to wash hands

___ roll of paper towels

___ volunteer nametags-optional (if large group)
___ disposable or digital camera to take photos of stream hazards (GVC will reimburse for film)
___ GVC membership/brochures & Stream Watch Adopt-A-Stream brochures

___ permanent marker (to put on people’s names or on other itesm)

___ hammer and 18” x 24” sign posted near the site (for large clean ups, so others will know who we are and what we are doing) 

___ stream clean up flyers for neighbors

___ designate volunteer to hand out flyers to adjacent homes/businesses so they know what is going on

___ snacks, drinks ????
